three letters of professional reference. A professional reference is someone who can speak to a student’s
scholarship, a current or former professor, if possible, in education.

As students prepare these items, consider compiling them in a folder, 3-ring binder, or presentation folder organized
into appropriate sections.

This portfolio should be turned in directly to the Business Assistant for C&I (Ed., Room 104). Elementary
Education Program faculty will review the portfolio and the Graduate School application using the attached rubric.
The Graduate School will then send applicants a notice of their admissions status.
